Subject(s): Composition
Topic or Unit of Study (Title): Narrative Writing
Grade Level: 9
Materials: Four writing samples; worksheet; exit slip; graphic organizer; samples from Narrative chapter of the text book
Summary (and Rationale):  Narrative writing is usually the easiest writing form for students and as such is a springboard for learning other writing forms
I. Focus and Review (Establish Prior Knowledge): [5 minutes] How many different types of writing are there? Can you name them? How do you recognize them? Are there clues that help you figure out which type you are reading? 
II. Statement of Instructional Objective(s) and Assessments: 
	Objectives
	Assessments

	Objective 1: Students will learn the hallmarks of narrative writing and how they differ (or not) from those of other writing forms. Students will be provided with links to four different web pages. Each page holds a sample of one of four types of essay writing. Students must follow each link and after reading all four decide which one is the narrative sample. Only one correct answer is available; student must choose the correct answer. 
	Students will be presented with links to example pieces of Narrative, Research, Expository, and Persuasive writing, they must be able to pick out the narrative piece.

	Objective 2: Students will learn the hallmarks of narrative writing. Students will complete an exit slip before leaving class.
	When asked, student will be able to list the three basic parts of Narrative Writing

III. Teacher Input (Present tasks, information and guidance):  [20 Minutes]
How many different types of writing are there? Can you name them? How do you recognize them? Are there clues that help you figure out which type you are reading?
Narrative Writing is a story that relates a sequence of events. Narratives have a beginning, middle, and an end. Narratives can be fiction or nonfiction and can be personal (your own story) or can tell a story that happened to someone else.

1. We are going to look at four writing samples. As we read each one out loud I want you to see if you can find any distinguishing characteristics that makes each one different from the others

2. After each sample is read I’m going to ask you what characteristics you noted so we can add them to the concept map

3. We are going to next look at several short pieces from Unit 4 in the text book

IV. Guided Practice (Elicit performance): [10 minutes] Now, let’s see if we can look at the concept map and decide what makes Narrative Writing different from the other samples we read. 
V. Closure (Plan for maintenance): [5 minutes]  Students can now ask any remaining questions they have and add any thoughts.
VI. Independent Practice: [5 minutes] Students will complete the worksheet and exit slip before leaving class.
