Lesson Title: Manipulating Sentences to Reinforce Grammar Skills
Grade Level: 9
Materials: Manipulating Sentences Worksheet
Summary (and Rationale):  Students manipulate sentences from the worksheet’s  passage in class to learn grammar in context and to review some grammar rules
I. Focus and Review (Establish Prior Knowledge): [5 minutes]
Do you remember the parts of speech? How can you change words or phrases in a sentence to meet the needs of your essay? Can you remember how to find antonyms, synonyms, verbs, nouns, adjectives, prepositions, and adverbs?

	The Learners will exhibit their understanding of the four basic parts of speech by completing the provided worksheet. Students must successfully complete at least 9/12 of the worksheet questions.
	Worksheet will be graded on students’ ability to transfer concepts from the notes to the completion of the worksheet. 


State the objective: [20 minutes]
Assessment: [20 minutes]
II. Teacher Input (Present tasks, information and guidance):  [20  minutes] 
Did you ever have trouble understanding why your teachers required you to memorize the parts of speech? Did you wonder why you needed to know them and when you would ever use them? When writing an essay, journal entry, blog, article, or other written material for any reason, you want your audience (even if that audience is only yourself) to understand what you want emphasized and the deeper meaning/reasoning of what you are writing. 

1. When reading your work, your audience must be able to discern who you are talking about, why you are talking about that person, place, thing, etc. and what you are trying to say. In order to accomplish this, you must have mastery of the basic concepts of the parts of speech.
2. The proper use of nouns will enable you to tell your audience what/who you are talking about. It is the most basic concept in the written language. Without a noun (topic) there is nothing to discuss.

3. Once your noun(s) is established, you must be able to describe it. Adjectives allow you to describe a person, place, thing, or idea (noun). You need to tell your audience what is important about your noun. Is it tall, short, fat, thin, ugly, beautiful, complex, simple? Is it good or bad? 

4. Verbs tell your audience what your noun is doing. Is it active or passive? Is it doing anything or is it being subjected to something? The action of your noun tells your audience why the noun is important. 

5. Adverbs help to provide more refined definition or a deeper understanding of the action of your noun. They serve to emphasize why your noun is important to your writing.
III. Guided Practice (Elicit performance): [15 minutes] 
a. During this time the teacher will review the notes with the students in a verbal question/answer/explain session. Students will be expected to write the notes down as well as any of the discussion that enhances their understanding.
IV. Closure (Plan for maintenance): [5 minutes] 
a. Students will use this time to share their long-held misconceptions of the parts of speech so that they may be corrected. This may help other students who were too shy to ask questions.
V. Independent Practice: [20 minutes]
a. Students will use this time to complete the assigned worksheet. They will read the passage at the beginning of the worksheet and use it to answer the questions below. This will be done in class so that the teacher will be available to answer questions and help with any remaining confusion.

Plans for Individual Differences: For students who are advanced beyond the lesson, choose another example piece from the text currently being read and have them use it to answer the questions from the worksheet. For students who are having trouble with the concepts of the lesson, provide them with a streamlined version of the reviewed notes and allow them to answer six of the twelve questions (when applicable). For ESL students, provide them with a study-buddy who can help them understand the concepts or answer their questions when the teacher is not available – i.e. Multiple Levels of Questions Differentiation Plan
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
